Pred seboj lahko vidite 05 Bojana llicha, na kateri je freska ¢eskega pedagoga Jana Komenskega;
stavba je nekoc sluZila kot uciteljisce. Komensky velja za utemeljitelja moderne pedagogike ter
glavnega protagonista Solskih in vzgojnih reform. Nekatere od njegovih idej veljajo Se danes,
npr.: vzgoja vsesplosnega izobrazevanja, zahteve po Solskem letu, Solskem tednu, ucni uri, letnih
pocitnicah, telesnih vajah, o razredu kot zakljuceni delovno-ucni enoti. Njegova najpomembnejsa
dela so Odprta vrata k jeziku, Velika didaktika, Cutni svet v slikah.

Jan Amos Komensky
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poimenovana po ceskem pisatelju in umetnostnem kritiku Miroslavu TyrSu. Tyrs je leta 1863 skupaj
s H. Fiignerjem v Pragi ustanovil cesko telovadno drustvo Sokol in bil s tem zacetnik sokolstva. Ce
se odpravite v drugo smer, proti Lentu, boste prispeli v Smetanovo ulico, ki nosi ime po ceskem
skladatelju Bedrichu Smetani. Ob omenjenih se v predmestjih Maribora nahaja Se kar nekaj ulic,
povezanih s Cesko. To so: Ceska ulica na Teznu; Dvorakova, Komenskega ulica, Resljeva, Machova
in Masarykova ulica na Taboru; Matejkova ulica na Pobrezju; Terceva ulica za Kalvarijo. Tudi Prva
gimnazija Maribor aktivno sodeluje v mednarodnih izmenjavah dijakov in tako Maribor vsako leto
obiscejo dijaki in profesorji partnerske Sole Cesko-anglické gymnézium Ceské Budéjovice.

Na primeru povezav s Cesko lahko vidimo, da se zgodovina evropskih narodov tako ali drugace prepleta;
to lahko opazimo tudi v naSem mestu. Ce Zelite o sledeh preostalih evropskih drZav v Mariboru izvedeti e
ve, si lahko ogledate dodatni informacijski tabli, ki stojita pred Prvo gimnazijo Maribor in v Slovenski ulici,
s pogledom na Grajski trg ali obiscete naso Solsko spletno stran (QR-koda).

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Infront of you, there is the Bojan llich Primary School, where a fresco of the (zech pedagogue Jan Komensky
is painted on the outer facade. The building was once a teacher’s school. Komensky is considered the founder
of modern pedagogy and a major iniciator of school and educational reforms. Some of his ideas are still
valid today, such as: general education, the requirements of the school year, the school week, school hours,
annual vacations, physical education, the class as the final unit of work and learning. His most important
works are: The Door of Languages Unlocked, The Great Didactics and The Visible World in Pictures.

Miroslav Tyrs

Continue walking down the street and at the first intersection you come across Tyrseva Street,
named afterthe Czechwriterandart criticMiroslavTyrs.In 1863 along with H. Fiignerthey founded
a (zech gymnastics club called Sokol (‘falcon’) and became the founders of Falcon gymnastics
(sokolstvo) in Prague. If you go in the other direction towards Lent, you can quickly come across
Smetanova Street, named after the Czech composer Bedrich Smetana. In the suburbs of Maribor
there are many other streets connected with the Czech Republic. For example, streets in Tezno,
Dvorakova, Komenskega, Resljeva, Machova and Masarykova Street; streets in Tabor, Matejkova
Street; in Pobrezje, Terceva Street behind Kalvarija. Additionally, Prva gimnazija Maribor has a
partner school in the Czech Republic, Czech-English gymnazium Ceské Budéjovice.

On the example of connections with the Czech Republic, we can see that the history of European nations is
intertwined in one way or another, and we can see this in our city as well. If you want to learn more about
the traces of the rest of the European countries in Maribor, you can see the additional information boards
standing in front of Prva gimnazija Maribor and in Slovenska Street, overlooking Grajski trg, or visit our
school website (QR-code).
